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Description: Northern Arizona University's 1st quarter activity targets increasing the number Arizona residents who are admitted into the master's degree program in speech-language pathology. For fall '08 and summer '08 admissions, NAU adjusted their application formula to favor Arizona residents. This had the following result:

1. Increase in percentage of Arizona residents entering the Fall '08 1st year class from 20% - 89% a net increase from 6 students (in the '07-08) year to 26 in '08-'09 year.

2. Increase in percentage of Arizona residents entering the Summers Only 1st summer class from 20% to 26 percent, a net increase from 5 students to 23 students.

The impact of this increase is that NAU had 11 Arizona residents entering the two master's degree programs in '07-'08, whereas, in '08-'09, NAU increased that number to 49 students.

All of these students have completed their first semester or first summer session of classes. NAU is particularly proud of the number of Arizona residents it is training at the master's degree level for services in schools.
