Description: The SELECT program has successfully offered 31 Spring 2009 classes. (The semester runs January 12th through May 8, 2009) 242 SELECT students have taken classes to meet certification requirements. 155 SELECT students have taken classes to meet re-certification requirements or other professional development goals.

Certification areas covered include: Cross Categorical, Learning Disabilities, Emotional Disabilities, Mental Retardation, Early Childhood, Gifted Education, and Severe and Profound. These courses are offered so that teachers working on emergency certification can take any course required for a special education certificate within a one- or two-semester window. This enables teachers to meet the minimum and specific requirements for emergency certification and become fully certified in the shortest possible time. SELECT also offers courses that cover needed special education information such as classes in Autism, ADHD, Behavior Management, Assistive Technology, Disability Law, and Transitioning.

SELECT is gearing up to offer 35 Summer 2009 classes. (There are two summer sessions: June 1st through June 30th, 2009 and July 6th through August 4th, 2009.) So far 51 SELECT students will be taking classes to meet certification requirements. 64 SELECT students will be taking classes to meet re-certification requirements or other professional development goals. SELECT is also just starting enrollment for 41 Fall 2009 classes. (August 24 through December 11, 2009).
