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Description: Goal 1: To increase the number of highly qualified speech-language pathologists working in Arizona Schools

  A. During the January 15 - April 15 quarter, the primary Goal 1 activity by the NAU Department of Communication Sciences and Disorders was the admissions process for the Fall '09 Full Time Track and the Summer '09 Summers Only Track.  We have 30 slots to fill in each of these tracks for a total of 60 entering master\'s degree students in 2009.

 B. By April 15, we had filled 30 slots for the Full Time Track. The number of Arizona residents accepted was 20 out of 30.  Therefore, 66% of the 2009 entering class in the Full Time Track will be Arizona residents.

 C. By April 25, we had filled 28 slots for the Summers Only Track.  The number of Arizona residents accepted was 23 out of 28.  Therefore, 82% of the Summers Only entering class will be Arizona residents.  These are students who are already working in Arizona schools as a speech-language technician and will be upgrading to a master's degree in clinical speech pathology.

  D. The CSD Department is currently conducting a faculty search for a

Summers Only Clinic Coordinator.  The successful candidate will have complete oversight of all of the Summers Only students including their progression through the curriculum, practicum and externship placements.  In addition, the Summers Only Clinic Coordinator will establish relationships with the ASHA certified supervisors who officially supervise the Summers Only students who are in their practicum and externship placements.  The CSD Department is currently conducting On-Campus interviews and expects to complete this hiring process by May 15 with the employee start date of July 1, 2009.

  E. On March 15, the Council on Academic Accreditation in Speech-Language Pathology (CAA) announced that NAU\'s Master\'s Degree program is fully accredited through 2015!!! This maximum eight year term demonstrates the CAA's confidence in NAU and the Department of Communication Sciences and Disorders to prepare the highest quality speech-language pathologists. We are celebrating!!!
