NAU GOAL 1 Quarterly Report – July 15, 2009

Goal 1: Recruit, Prepare, and Retain Sufficient numbers of diverse, fully certified Special Education Teachers and Speech-Language Pathologists to meet the needs of Arizona's growing special education population of students with disabilities.

During this quarter, 4/15/09 - 7/15/09, NAU recruited and enrolled a new class of Summers Only students in the Masters Degree in Speech-Language Pathology program.  Eighty two percent (23 out of 28) of the students in the entering class are working in Arizona as speech-language pathology paraprofessionals.  This represents a significant increase from the entering class of 2006 which had thirty one percent (9 out of 29) of Arizona residents. 

The graph below represents the numbers and percentages of Arizona resident students in the Summers Only masters degree program from 2006 - 2009.  From 2006 to 2009, the percentage of Arizona residents in the master’s degree program increased from 31% to 82%.
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
