Goal 1: Recruit and Prepare sufficient numbers of diverse, fully certified Speech-Language Pathologists to meet the needs of Arizona's growing special education population of students with disabilities.

Figure 1: The heavily-weighted percentages of Arizona residents in the entering full-time classes of 2008 (83%) and 2009 (65%) reflect the newly developed admissions formula which gives preference to Arizona residents.  This new formula was initiated based on the expectation that Arizona residents are more likely to seek employment in Arizona following graduation.
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Table 1: In fall of 2009 two new courses were offered that specifically addressed speech-language pathology in schools. This table reflects the enrollment figures for this first offering.
