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Description: We have had data meetings for math beginning this semester

during grade level meetings. This is new this year following the model that we have used for reading. We have given the 4-sight test, which is a predictor of AIMS performance. 4-Sight scores are as follows for each grade level.

Our 4-Sight results prove to us that we are moving students out of the Falls Far Below category and (decreasing) and moving them into approaches or the Meets category.

We go over these results and talk about strategies to use in data meetings. We also have given the isteep basic skills test in Math twice, once in Oct. and again in Jan.  The January scores are not yet entered into the RTI system so we cannot compare progress yet, but that will be done within the next week.  Improvement in math basic skills is one of our building goals for 08/09.  We are working on implementing interventions for learning basic skill facts. We held a parent/learner engagement involvement afternoon one Friday in November.  Many teachers invited parents in to play math games with their students.  Desert View had 105 parents attend and we plan to have another afternoon in the spring and improve on the number of parents that will attend.
