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Desert View continues to collect math data and to analyze it to use for our focus for math instruction.  Second through Fifth grades have taken the Galileo math test twice, once in the Fall and again in December. Using the Aggregate Test Scores available on the ationline website (Galileo) the winter scores were as follows:

When we look at these scores we are concerned about 3rd, 4th and 5th grades. We were happy with the gains made in second grade.  We will look at individual skills for each classroom and teachers will make grouping decisions for interventions using test results. School wide we are focusing on number sense, as that is an area in which we are low across all grade levels.  We will be doing activities on the 100th day of school to reinforce number sense and we also have a math committee which is focusing on number sense activities school wide.  Number sense is one of our building goals for this 09/10 school year. Third through Fifth grades are taking the AIMS practice this week so teachers can analyze strengths and weaknesses and adjust instruction as they see the need.
