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Description: Three times a year we give a two minute timed test to students in first through fifth grade. This is part of our building goal this year, which is to improve student's fluency on the basic math facts at each grade level.  We use the ISTEEP data management system to give feedback to teachers so they can monitor student progress.  We implemented the FASTT Math program (ten minutes per day) for all students to help improve fact fluency.  The results from our testing show that schoolwide students had a significant gain in scores.  We went from 30 students reaching mastery in January, to 72 students reaching mastery in April schoolwide.  We will continue to look for a better assessment to use for all grade levels that will assess more than basic facts.

We also give the 4 Sight test to 3rd through 5th five times a year.  The

growth from

December to March was as follows:

These scores are good predictors for AIMS.  Teachers in grade level teams look at the data. Scores are also broken down by grade level and math strands so teachers discuss strengths and weaknesses and focus on areas that need most improvement.

In making our school improvement goals for next year, we decided to make our focus be on number sense schoolwide.  Each grade level team is working on goals and action plans with timelines to help keep their teams on track.

We did have a parent involvement afternoon, which brought parents in to play math games with their children and do other math activities that they could implement at home to help with math.
