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Description: Desert View teachers continued to meet on a monthly basis to review reading data and to make instructional recommendations based on the data gathered from progress monitoring. Students with the most intensive needs continued to receive additional doses of intensive intervention above and beyond the core instruction.  Our school adopted a new reading series this year and teachers are still trying to get used to the new program.  We have not seen the increase in benchmarks numbers that we had hoped for up to this point, but are still optimistic that those numbers will increase by a pretty good margin by the end of the school year since many of our strategic students are hovering just below the benchmark level.
