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Grades 1 through 5 have worked diligently this year on basic math facts using a computer program called FASST Math.  The students have been highly motivated to use this program because when they finish sections they get to play a game on the program using the facts they have just mastered.  We know that basic fact fluency helps students in helps students in math so that they are able to use reasoning skills to problem solve and not spend all their time computing basic facts.  The program requires a 97% accuracy level in order to reach fluency.

Our Aggregate Test score averages in Galileo showed improvement from October to May.  The averages are as follows by grade level:

These averages show a definite improvement in scores at all grade levels.  Our school building  goal was number sense and we spent significant time focusing on number sense activities.  
We are also hoping to increase our time on math next year.  The time spent on math has average 40-60 minutes daily, which teachers agree is too little time spent on math.  Our ability to use the FASST Math program is also limited due to our lack of technology in classrooms.  We have a double computer lab that is often booked solid and we certainly do not  have enough computers  in our classrooms.  The problems has been frustrating.
