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Description: Description:  The 4Sight test for math was given 5 times this school year.  The baseline test was given in August 2008, then again in October, January, March and the final assessment in May 2009.  We give the 4Sight because it is a predictor of AIMS and helps our teachers keep track of student progress and needs.   This test is given in grades 3 - 5. The test scores are entered in the Success For All Member Center, which graphs each class’s scores.  These results are printed and given to teachers to evaluate student progress. The following is a comparison by grade level of how students scored from baseline assessments to the final, end of year assessments.  Our goal is to move students out of FFB (Falls Far Below) and into A (Approaching) and from A into M (Meets) and E (Exceeds).  The numbers below indicate actual student numbers.

4 Sight data shows that students are making significant progress in reaching the meets level.  Students are moving out of the Falls Far Below level and into Approaching.  We would like to focus more on pushing more students from Meets to Exceeds and we need to address strategies next Fall for helping students who begin at Meets level to progress into Exceeds.

The school has worked hard this year to focus more on math and also on gaining fluency in basic math skills. We began a math fluency computer program called FASTT Math and saw significant gains by using this program which was not even began until February of 2009. Students were motivated to practice their basic skills using this program. It will be interesting and helpful next year to track student progress in basic skills.  We tested students on the isteep 3 times this past school year and began to see increased fluency after using the computer program.

We hope that using the RTI framework for math next year will help us to structure our math interventions similar to the way we have done it for reading.  Data meetings will be used to look closely at our data and target areas of weakness for interventions.

 We have a team of teachers who will be working on math curriculum alignment with the new math standards this summer.
