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Description: Desert View Elementary End of the Year Report (SPDG) Universal screening in reading took place the weeks of May 4th through May 15th using the DIBELS Fluency Measures for grades K-5 and 4-sight Comprehension Exam for grades 2-5. Results have already been entered into the data base and the data analysis will be conducted to determine the instructional needs of our students who will be attending summer school.

The data collected from DIBELS is as follows:

The DIBELS data shows that overall, our school made significant progress with respect to reading fluency measures with the exception of first grade which took a more than normal dip.  This could be due to the adjustment to our new reading program that was adopted this fall.  Teachers reported that the scope and sequence of this new series differs greatly from our previous series as far as pacing is concerned, but that with a few minor adjustments we would be back on track this upcoming school year. DIBELS data was used throughout the school year to monitor student progress and to make instructional decisions based on monthly data.  Using the data we were able to determine whether or not students were making adequate progress and plan for targeted interventions. 4-Sight measures students’ reading comprehension in literary skills, informational text, and the reading process.  The data from the 4-sight measure was used to align students’ comprehension needs with targeted instruction in the aforementioned comprehension areas.

The data collected from 4-Sight is as follows: Second grade is measured in Quartiles.  Students in the 3rd and 4th quartiles are determined to be making adequate progress.

Second grade shows that students made adequate progress in the area of comprehension.  Many of the students in the second quartile missed making the 3rd quartile by one or two points. Teachers will be analyzing this data to determine the areas of comprehension that need to be more strongly emphasized in the coming school year.

4-Sight data shows that students made significant progress in comprehension.  This is a strong focus for teachers given the fact that 4-Sight scores are a strong predictor of student success on the AIMS State Test. Teachers will be analyzing 4-Sight data to determine the areas of greatest needs with respect to student comprehension and determining the instructional focus for the upcoming school year.  Teachers will be receiving additional training in differentiated instruction and the Response to Intervention process in order to help them plan for more individualized and small group instruction.
