Desert View teachers continued to meet on a regular basis to review and discuss student data.  Instructional recommendations were made on student progress or lack of it.  New strategies were discussed and implemented in an effort to address specific student needs.  Although interventions had some effect on student achievement, we did not see the impact that we had hoped for.  We continue to have issues with student attendance, especially students at the intensive level. This problem is being addressed with families on a case by case level. We are also reviewing materials and strategies that have been implemented over the past several years.  Teachers and reading paras will be receiving additional training this fall to address concerns with the new reading program. 
Kindergarten and 5th grade students showed the most improvement throughout the school year.  This has been the trend for several years in a row.  We believe language development contributes greatly to the improvement shown by our fifth graders since the majority of our students are English Languages Learners and it takes several years for their vocabulary to develop.
