Summer 08

The Team set up Junior High Tier II classes (small), for those students who were at a high risk for not being able to meet the Aims standards.  Those students will be taught different reading strategies to help them better comprehend reading material.

In our Junior High Computer Classes, The Fast Math Program, and Read About

Program was implemented.  Some students were assigned to work on these computer sights for added practice.

Our school attended our regional meeting in Flagstaff.  We received our new binders.  Leslie Daly printed up the new RTI monitoring binders for the teachers to monthly monitor their students.

October 08

Mrs. Franklin and Mrs. Daly started teacher observations.  We found our teachers to be very professional and creative.  We learned that many educational strategies were being used.

November 08

Mrs. Franklin worked on our school’s presentation for the SPDG conference on 11/06 and 11/07.  We found the conference to be very informative, and we brought back a lot of useful information to share with the staff.

We gave the Dibbles Test to all of our 1st – 3rd graders.  Another Dibbles screening will take place in February.

Our school was able to purchase more spots on our Read About Program, and added tier three students (fifth graders) to our fifth grade enrichment class.

December 08

Mrs. Daly worked on the Lighthouse Report, and sent it to Debra Coleman.

January 08

We promoted 26 students out of our tutoring program, into our new enrichment class.  Here are some class counts on students who were put into classes for extra help.
