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Description: Description:   Universal screening in Reading and Math took place the weeks of Sept. 2-12, 2008.  DIBELS was used for grades K-4 reading and 4Sight was used for reading and math in grades 3-4.  Math benchmark data also included isteep testing results and students in grades 1-4 were assessed again last week.  Results are being entered into the database this week and will be analyzed by the intervention team later this month.  Group data meetings were held the week of Sept. 15-19, 2009 and intervention groups were formed. Parents were notified of the RTI process during parent/teacher conferences held the first week of October.  The first intervention cycle began Sept. 22 and lasted through the week of Nov. 14.  Beginning of Year (BOY) data for reading (DIBELS) for each grade level is as follows:

The above includes data from the two Structured English Immersion classes at Thomas, one grades 2-3 and one grades 4-6.  The students in these two classes have been identified as needing intensive support in English Language instruction as designated by Arizona Dept. of Education. Group Data Meetings were held the week of Nov. 10-14, 2008.  Each GDM included the classroom teachers of that particular grade, the principal, the counselor, the speech therapist, the intervention teachers, and the psychologist.   Intervention groups were rearranged based on need and interventionists were assigned for progress monitoring and instruction.  Baseline data was passed out to each grade level in the area of math with the intent of beginning math intervention during the spring semester after more research is conducted.  Individual Data Meetings (IDM’s) were scheduled by the counselor for students not making adequate progress.

The principal and the intervention specialist attended the two day SPDG training on Nov. 6 and 7, 2008.  Another regional meeting was held in Page on Jan. 10, 2009 to learn about the new math standard and math intervention programs.

DIBELS mid-year (MOY) benchmark testing was completed the week of Jan. 12.

Results are listed below:

4Sight testing is scheduled for the weeks of Feb. 2-13, 2009 and analysis of those results will take place the week after.  Intervention groups at the 3-4 grade levels may change based on those results.

Due to the fact that certain subtests are dropped at the MOY benchmark

added (ORF), it was deemed important to take a closer look at the measure breakdown in Kindergarten and First Grade.

Clearly, significant gains have been made in both of these grade levels. There continues to be concerns at the second through fourth grade levels.  The Intervention team is looking at additional types of intervention to address all five big ideas of beginning reading, specifically the areas of accuracy and vocabulary.   The next intervention cycle begins the week of Feb. 2-6, with the next GDM’s scheduled for the week of March 23-27.
