SPDG 3rd Quarter Report (April 1, 2010 to June 30, 2010)
Goal 1 Objective: In years 1-5, Raising Special Kids will provide annual professional development training for 200 pre-service special education students about the roles families play in educating their children.

Description: During the third quarter of FY 2009-2010 Raising Special Kids provided eight professional development presentations for 174 pre-service educators at four Institutions of Higher Education. Seven presentations featured panelists who were parents of children with various disabilities. Presenters shared their perspectives on how the child’s condition affected their family, how it impacted their role in educating their children, and in working collaboratively with educators and related service personnel. One presentation featured role playing where each student was given a different scenario of a child with a disability to improve knowledge about parental advocacy and effective collaboration with school personnel. 
The SPDG project staff participated with Goal 1 partners in the quarterly statewide SPDG meeting on May 7th, 2010. A variety of reports and other requests for information were provided for SPDG project staff during this reporting period, including a request for data on race/ethnicity.  The evaluation form was redesigned to include a question regarding race/ethnicity starting with July 2010 project activities.
