During the 4th quarter, Raising Special Kids (RSK) launched a short-term marketing plan for outreach to pre-service educators and teachers. We reached a total of 307 participants through 13 workshops, which far exceeds the annual goal of 200 participants annually.  

On 7/31/09, RSK hosted a facilitated discussion with 11 PEAs re: how to enhance parent/professional collaboration.  As a result, 4 PEAs are currently scheduling a series of workshops for their district staff and/or parents. 

 RSK also participated in the 7/9/09 SPDG conference call for input on the "Spotlight on Special Education" for FEA student competition. Workshop data for the SPDG 4th quarter is as follows:

Training Outcomes:  Evaluations from the 307 participants rated the sessions at 93% for improving their awareness and ability to work more collaboratively with parents.  97% of participants rated the workshops "excellent".  IHE instructors stated their appreciation for having more special education process content added to the presentations to cite specific examples of collaborative practices accordingly.  Students commented on their determination to be certain to include parent input and their perspectives during decision-making, which is the ultimate goal for parent participation in special education.
