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Description: 

During the first week of school, all students grades K-4 were given the grade appropriate DIBELS assessment to determine their reading level. This data was used to determine who would receive reading interventions during the first semester of the school year. The data below shows both the initial number of students in the “at risk” and “some risk” categories and the current number of students in both categories as determined by DIBELS assessments given on 8/7/2008 and again on 12/11/2008.

The students identified on 8/7/2008 have been receiving interventions and bi-weekly progress monitoring to determine the effectiveness of the chosen intervention. (Headsprout Program / Read Naturally Program) The data shows in Kindergarten 9 students have move out of the “at risk” category, 1st grade 1 student has moved out of the “at risk” category, 2nd grade has remained the same, 3rd grade has had 8 student move into the “at risk” category and 4th grade has 7 students fewer in the “at risk” category.

The teachers in grades K-4 have been provided with the data from the DIBELS assessments in August & December and have met monthly to (Aug. – Dec.) to determine the success of the students participating in the intervention process and to identify students who may need to be moved into the intervention program or moved out of the program.
