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Description: 

During the past quarter (Jan-Apr), the students identified as

“at risk” by their DIBELS assessments administered 8/7/2008 and 12/11/2008 have continued to receive a designated intervention (Headsprout/Read Naturally) based on their individual needs. Their progress has been monitored bi-weekly using the DIBELS Progress Monitoring system. A final DIBELS assessment will be administered to all students K-4 in May/2009. The information gathered will be used to measure the growth of all students throughout the 2008-2009 year. The information will also be used to identify students who may need to begin or continue receiving interventions in the 2009-2010 school year.

The Coronado School Principal, Special Services Director, School Psychologist and Coronado School Counselor met Jan/2009 to discuss/plan how to revise the Child Study process to include more baseline data on each students reading / math level and how to better track and monitor the success or failure of implemented interventions.

Marylotti Copeland and Tamara Wolfe attended the SPDG Grant training 2/13/2009.

Parent Literacy Night / Science Fair presentations 2/26/2009.

Terry Doolan and Amy Corriveau visited Coronado Elementary School on

4/9/2009. They performed a classroom walk-through in both of our Kindergarten classrooms. They provided verbal feedback on the 9th and will be sending a written report of their visit.

The teachers in grades K-4 met monthly with RTI coordinator, Title 1 teacher and/or grade partner to review the progress monitoring data of all students receiving interventions. Determinations were made to continue, change or discontinue intervention services.

The Coronado School Principal, Special Services Director and Coronado

School Counselor met Apr/2009 to investigate the cost of purchasing a math and/or reading computer based assessment program.

Special Services Director and School Psychologist provided professional development training to Coronado Faculty on new Child Study process and procedure 4/2009.
