We administered the spring benchmark DIBELS testing to students Kindergarten through 4th grade on May 4-8, 2009. The reading fluency data gathered appears in the chart below.

Unfortunately, we had students at all grade levels fall from the low risk category into the some risk category between the winter and the spring testing dates. We plan to address this by providing training in and monitoring of the fidelity to the core program. We hope that through better implementation of the core program, students will remain in the low risk category throughout the school year.

Between the Fall and Winter testing dates we observed students moving from the at risk category to the some risk category. The data did not show this between the Winter and Spring testing dates. To address this concern, we plan further training for our interventionists and plan to put in place a more detailed intervention monitoring system. At this time, we rely on the teacher and interventionist to monitor how often and what intervention is being used. This system has made it difficult to go back and review data to determine why there was a decline in progress after January, 2009. 

Our plans for the 2009-2010 school year include purchasing a computer based reading and math level assessment program to replace the DIBELS assessment we use in reading and provide a whole school math assessment. It was determined that 9 weeks of Title 1 intervention was lost across the school district to administration of the DIBELS assessment at all 3 district schools by the Title 1 reading teachers.

The above information was shared at grade level data meetings in May 2009. Teachers were asked to prepare information, to include type of intervention, time in intervention, success of intervention, about each of their students who received intervention during the current year to pass on to their teacher next year. 

We will continue to use the Read Naturally and Headsprout programs as Tier 2 reading interventions in the 2009-2010 school year. This will be in addition to Title 1 interventions and the core reading program. We are still searching for a standardized math intervention program to put in place. We will continue implementing small group, re-teaching and additional practice with an interventionist in the 2009-2010 school year.
