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Description: “Get it, Got it, Go” is a progress monitoring tool to help educators and parents study growth indicators over time that are deemed to support outcomes in young learners.  These early childhood skills have been related to later competencies.  The test has three sections that are deemed to have impact with later outcomes.  They are: alliteration, rhyming, and picture naming.

Students in the Vail Inclusive Preschool were screened using this indicator test. 82 four year olds were screened using, Get It, Got It, Go.  This indicator test will be used three times during the 08-09 school year to monitor student progress and determine appropriate development interventions with the students.

Data was collected and studied concerning the students and their scores. In the selection concerning Early Literacy Rhyming, (two minute period) 82 students were administered this test.  The range on this test was 0-15, with an average mean score of 3.4, mode of 0.  52 students obtained a score of 0.

The Picture Naming One Minute selection was given to the 82 four year old students.  The range on the Picture Naming One Minute Sampling Test was 31-1, with an average mean score of 17.55, a mode of 15, and a median score of 18.

After looking at the data teachers identified the students who were on current IEP’s and discussed appropriate interventions that would be used consistently throughout the school year.  Picture Naming was a focus as teachers discussed research backed strategies that can be used to enhance and support meaningful vocabulary development. (concept sorting, picture sorting and labeling, etc.)  A specific goal was established that students would obtain a 5% gain on the Picture Naming section of the Get It, Got It, Go Test when administered again at the end of the school year.

Work Sampling System Developmental Checklists were completed on all students enrolled at the Vail Inclusive Preschool (n=100).  Results are included in the following

table:
