Description: Summer 08  AD Hoc committee discovered a need for Site-wide behavior system (PBIS). August 08 Committee created and prepared a template for PBIS plan.  Plan was presented to faculty, staff, PTO, and Ad Hoc committee for review and recommendations. Committee compiled into our PBIS –Bobcats ROAR.  Teachers received PBIS with specific training and lessons to implement the behavior system.  Review and additional lessons will continue in January.

August 21 – 29 DIBELS Benchmark testing was completed for all students K-3 and 4th – 5th grade students FFB, according to AIMS 08.  Phonic Screeners were administered to 1st – 3rd.

September 8 – 19 Galileo Benchmark testing was completed for all students Grades 2-5 in Reading and Math.

September 4, 10, and 11 Grade Level Data sorting with half day Professional Leave.  Allowed for sorting and planning for intervention groups.

Grade Levels involved in weekly grade level meetings.  Discuss objectives, effective teaching and student engagement strategies, and review progress monitoring data. Adjustments to intervention placements also occur.

Reading Interventionists created and implemented an Intervention Documentation/Tracking Sheet on Individual Students.  In order to identify successful interventions and not repeat unnecessary interventions each student in Tier 2 and Tier 3 will have an intervention log placed in their individual literacy folder, which travels with the student year to year.  This is also a necessary step for SAT referral.

December 1-5 Held Team meeting to rollout the Math Computation Assessment that will be administered in January 09 in addition to our Galileo Math Benchmark assessment.

December 1 – 12 Galileo Benchmark 2 test was completed Grades 2-5.  The data identified the following: Second Grade moved from 59% Meeting/Exceeding in Reading to 82%, yet unfortunately dropped from 65% Meeting/Exceeding in Math to 56%. Third Grade moved from 60% Meeting/Exceeding in Reading to 71% and 71% Meeting/Exceeding in Math to 72%. Fourth Grade moved from 69% Meeting/Exceeding in Reading to 76% and 74% Meeting/Exceeding in Math to 87%. Fifth Grade moved from 61% Meeting/Exceeding in Reading to 72% and 65% Meeting/Exceeding in Math to 78%.

Parent Academy was held to provide our non-English and/or limited-English speaking parents free English classes with free child watch.
