Adjustments to intervention placements also occur. Galileo discussed and the use of Quiz Builder within the Galileo components to meet specific objectives.  

Reading Interventionists continue to use Intervention Documentation/Tracking Sheet on Individual Students in order to identify successful interventions and not repeat unnecessary interventions.  Each student in Tier 2 and Tier 3 will have an intervention log placed in their individual literacy folder, which travels with the student year to year.  This is also a necessary step for SAT referral.

November 9 - 20 Galileo Benchmark testing was completed for all students Grades 2 - 5 in Reading and Math.  Results identified below.  District wide percentage of students falling far below increased.  Curriculum at the district, school and individual level is being investigated.
