Overall, ELD clustering greatly affected production on Galileo, especially in second grade.  This trend was observed throughout our district and within the state.  Teacher morale was down significantly due to pending and anticipated budget cuts.  Unfortunately, directly affects student performance.  

On-going Bi-weekly Grade Level Meetings

Reassess intervention programs, small group instruction (Tier 2), based on results of progress monitoring.  Discussed training desired and necessary on instruction and intervention programs for upcoming year.  Addressed DIBELS results (K-2) and class sizes, placement of students with special needs, and ELD clusters.  Discussed to desire to match effectiveness to AIMS for individual classrooms.

Professional Development

Increasing knowledge of writing strategies to evaluate reading.  Teachers developed mini lessons to take into classrooms to use with reading core.

West Ed – Yuma Plan Training
Training on rigor and differentiated instruction to met individual needs and taking instruction deeper, not wider (more).  Plans to begin role out training for teachers in August 2009 when school year begins.
