Each Team, Grade K – 5th, reviewed data for individual students and reassessed plan for intervention materials for particular groups.  Assesses specific needs to researched based interventions.  Reviewed specific concern of scores of the slide to strategic in second/third grade with teams.  First grade also discussed the students who fell from strategic to intensive.  Identified the need for a stronger support with retell when working fluency interventions. Discussion began about the concern of less support for interventions next year and how we have to be creative to meet the need of students needing Tier 2 and Tier 3 interventions.

iStep Math Computation Assessment was completed to track progress bimonthly – beginning of the year, middle of the year, and end of the year results are as follow.  Celebrations included all grade levels increasing percentage correct following the midyear assessment.  Interventions discussed for those individual students without improvement and possible SAT referral when Tier three interventions were not successful.  Grade level teams are using volunteers, interventionists/aides, and zap group to provide individual reinforcement/skills.  Peer competitions, class competitions, and principal competitions seemed successful and increased motivation to improve scores.

Grade Levels involved in weekly grade level meetings.  Discuss math iSteep results and student engagement strategies, and review progress monitoring data.  Suggestions for next year interventions occurred with concern of less intervention support and need for thinking creatively for next year’s support. Galileo discussed and the use of Quiz Builder within the Galileo components continues to increase to meet specific objectives.  Request for additional professional development with the use of Quiz Builder and expanding to Test Builder was noted.

Reading Interventionists continue to use Intervention Documentation/Tracking Sheet on Individual Students in order to identify successful interventions and not repeat unnecessary interventions. Tracking sheet were placed in each student’s literacy folder, so they move to next year’s teachers.  Each student in Tier 2 and Tier 3 will have an intervention log placed in their individual literacy folder, which travels with the student year to year.  This is also a necessary step for SAT referral.  All Literacy Folders need to be placed alphabetically in grade level boxes for distribution at beginning of next year.

May 17-28 - Galileo Benchmark testing was completed for all students Grades 2 - 5 in Reading and Math.  Results identified below.  District wide percentage of students falling far below increased especially in math.  Curriculum at the district, school and individual level is being investigated.  Grade levels are dissecting the testing questions to be certain academic vocabulary is properly presented and aligned to the testing techniques along with content itself.  Concern has been noted with continuous decrease in Math scores in all grade levels except 5th.  Fidelity to use of data driven lessons and planning has been addressed at each grade level.
