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Description: 

Aug 4-15 Assessments administered and Interventions groups designed

Assessments were administered at the beginning of the school year.  Math RTI probes & DIBELS Benchmarks were administered k-5.  All data was analyzed by the Reading Coach and Principal.  Tier 2 & 3 Reading Groups were set up and interventions for reading began in early Sept 08.  All grade level teams met with the Principal and Reading Groups to analyze the groupings and work out detailed reading groups for regular classroom reading center /intervention time. Targets were identified: Groups needing specific skill work and multiple doses of intervention are then serviced. Teachers and Interventionists then collaborate on the students needs and modify the skills being taught as needed. 

December 4-12

Winter DIBELS benchmark is in session. Math: RTI Math Probes were administered by all teachers.  The Reading/SPDG Coach checked fidelity of the testing the first round.  The data was then analyzed to find that all students needed to have whole group practice on a daily basis. The teachers worked the fact practice into their daily schedule. Data Meetings were held approximately every 4 weeks this first semester. The Math and Reading data has been looked at carefully to target specific skill flaws that we need to target as a staff.

Every Wednesday Morning @ 8am: New teachers met with Coach for Reading Decoding

Professional Development has been conducted in the mornings, during Specials and Wednesday afternoons.  The target

has been how to group students for Math Intervention and how to target whole class intervention. After the whole school monitored the progress again we were able to determine students that were "Can't Do or Won't Do" kids.  Teachers then discussed how to incorporate more practice time in the day. We continue this process to target student needs and move them forward.
