DIBELS Data:

Kinder: At Risk 6.7%, Some Risk 15%., Low Risk 78.3%

1st: NWF- 0 Deficit, 16.4% Emerging, 83.6% Established

2nd: At Risk 10.7%, Some Risk 16.1%, Low Risk 73.2%

3rd: At Risk 8.7%, Some Risk 20.3%, Low Risk 71%

4th: At Risk 14.5%, Some Risk 21%, Low Risk 64.5%

5th: At Risk 16.1%, Some Risk 23.2%, Low Risk 60.7%

Based on the data we place:

1st graders in four 30 minutes blocks of interventions and double dose for two groups

2nd graders in five 30 minutes blocks of interventions and double dose for one group

3rd graders in six 30 minutes blocks of interventions and double dose for one group

4th graders in three 30 minutes blocks of interventions and double dose for one group

5th graders in two 30 minutes blocks of interventions and double dose for one group

Kinder students are service by an IA through out the day.

Groups are form by the DIBELS scores and the target skill is base on the phonics screener. The phonics screener helps us identify what skill the students are lacking on. The six areas are CVC words, Consonant Blends, Consonant Digraphs, CVCe words, Vowels: Digraphs/Diphthongs/R-Control, and Multi-syllabic words.

February and March -- Teachers are continuing to progress monitoring their students. Progress monitoring data show that we have decrease the number of student receiving interventions.

March 26 -- Parent Night Meeting Topic AIMS and Terranova 2nd, 3rd, 4th, and 5th Grade Teams presented the information to their grade level parents.
