Based on the data above we rearranged the reading intervention groups. The coaches, principal, and teachers worked together to target students’ needs by grouping them appropriately and discussing the instruction needed. 

The new intervention groups started on March 1st, 2010.  We have six 30-minute slots in place for Kinder.  In 1st, grade, we have ten 30-minute slots for students to receive intervention throughout the day.  In 2nd grade, we have nine 30-minute slots for students to receive intervention throughout the day.  In 3rd grade, we have five 30-minute slots for students to receive intervention throughout the day. In 4th and 5th grades, we only are targeting the ELL students. 

Math: iSteep Math Probes are given on a monthly basis to track progress.

Now students are placed in four categories: High Risk, Moderate Risk, Low Risk, and On Course. 

Based on the data above, we have decreased the number of Moderate Risk students in 3rd, 4th, and 5th grades in Reading.  In Math, we increased the number of Moderate Risk students in 3rd,  4th and 5th grades. When we add the Low Risk with the On Course, we are still meeting the standard. 

Cadre

Cadre meetings are held bi-weekly to discuss and plan professional development that will meet the needs of the whole district. The Cadre members continue to work thoroughly in order to complete and meet all the requirements and trainings to become Master Mentors.

Coach

The Coach continues to assist the instructional assistants and teachers in lesson planning, lesson modeling, and whisper coaching. The Coach continues to observe the instructional assistants and teachers during instruction. The Coach observed 18 teachers during their instruction in the months of February and March.

Data Meeting:  The Coach was assigned to meet with Kinder and First grade on weekly basis to discuss iSteep Math and DIBELS data.
