Math: iSteep Math Probes were given on August 12th and will continue to be administered on a monthly basis to track progress on iSteep Math Probes.

Students need to have whole group interventions/practice on a daily basis. Teachers have received math fact practice materials that are being implemented whole group. Teachers have scheduled math fact practice in their daily schedules. Data meetings with principal/coach will take place in order to analyze progress monitor data and use it to plan for whole/small group instruction.

Galileo Summary:

Scores in reading at moderate risk shows that only 35% of the students tested need the extra support. Scores in math at moderate risk show that only 30% of the students tested need the extra support.

Professional Development:

Professional Development was conducted on August 27th and 28th on Word Work Strategies.  Mastering the facts and math probes find the skill level trainings were conducted on September 8 and September 10th by the coaches. 

Afterschool program started on September 14th.  The total number of students staying for afterschool is 121.  We have 14 teachers and 6 Instructional Assistants conducting afterschool tutorials. The target skills are set by the teacher administering the tutorial and are based on DIBELS assessment and iSteep.

This year the district is implementing a professional development team. This team is called the cadre.  The professional development cadre consists of coaches, counselors, and mentors. Cadre meetings are held bi-weekly to discuss and plan professional development that will meet the needs of the whole district.

The Coach assists the instructional assistant in lesson planning, lesson modeling and whisper coaching. The Coach observed the instructional assistants during small group instruction. The coach modeled a small group instruction lesson for one teacher. 
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
