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Description: Description: All students in grades K-5 were given Dibels benchmarks at the end of December. The reading coach, reading team, and SPDG coach met and discussed the data. Using the data, the team reorganized the reading Focus Groups, shifted students who needed more intervention and increased time with reading tutors. New goals were written for students who are on our KSIT (Kyrene Student Intervention Team)and decisions were made regarding movement to Tier 2 or Tier 3.

During the first two weeks of January, the reading team discussed the results of the Summary of Effectiveness with all grade levels. Walk throughs will continue making sure fidelity is evident. Grade level meetings occur bi-monthly to discuss data and interventions.

Math: The math coach, SDPG coach, and the school psychologist decided on a math probe that the whole school would use to screen at-risk students in math. This is our first step in this process. School wide testing occurred during the week of January 12th. The team will meet and place students into groups according to the ISTEEP probes, AIMS, and MSS scores. Small at-risk groups will be formed and intervention strategies will be followed from Kathy Richardson's program.
