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Description: Kyrene del Norte continues to have weekly data checks on our students in Tier ll and Tier lll. The RTI coach, the reading team, and the grade level teachers all meet and analyze the data to determine movement of students from one focus group to another based on need. All of our Tier ll and Tier lll students are progress monitored bi-weekly or weekly. A goal with an aim line is determined for each at-risk student. The RTI coach and the teacher monitor the progress each week. If the student is not making progress then the team meets and determines the next steps. (FITT). During this past quarter we had numerous Tier ll and Tier lll tutoring groups in each grade level with movement between the groups.

Listed below is our Title 1 data depicting the movement in grades 2nd-5th.  At this point the end of the year Dibels testing hasn’t been completed and entered, so Title 1 information was used to create an overall picture of growth.

K- 2 groups

1st- 6 groups

2nd- 8 groups: 1 student moved from intensive to strategic; 2 students moved from strategic to benchmark; 1 student moved down from strategic to intensive; and 12 students went down from benchmark to strategic, but out of those 12  eight of them made significant gains in the next month. 3rd- 7 groups: 2 students moved from intensive to strategic; 8 students moved up from strategic to benchmark; 1 student moved down from strategic to intensive; and 4 students went down from benchmark to strategic, but 3 of those student made significant progress in the next month. 4th- 4 groups: 1 student moved from intensive to strategic; 4 students moved up from strategic to benchmark; 7 students moved down from strategic to intensive; and 11 students moved down to strategic. 5th- 4 groups: 4 students moved up from intensive to strategic; 2 students moved up from strategic to benchmark; 6 students moved down from strategic to intensive, and 8 students moved down from benchmark to strategic, but made significant growth during the next month; and 1 student dropped from benchmark to intensive, but again that student regained her previous status during the next month.

Grades 1-3 had more tutoring groups because of K-3 assistance. Kindergarten had fewer because they had Kindergarten assistants who helped with groups in there classes.

The RTI team attended several trainings during this past quarter. We attended the SPDG meeting on Feb 13th and the SPDG walk through on March 5th. Our own Lighthouse team met on Jan. 9th, Feb. 6th, and March 20th to discuss the continual development of our RTI plan.

Our school conducted our first universal math screeners in February, and with the addition of a math tutor, we were able to form Tier ll groups in every grade level. The groups met 4 days per week for 30 minutes each. We used Kathy Richardson as our intervention tool. At this point, we don't have enough data to determine effectiveness of the program, but we should have more information by the end of the year.
