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Description: All students grades 1st – 5th were given a math fact fluency iSteep Probe and a 1 minute reading fluency probe.  Kindergarten was given DIBELS.

This is what our test scores show for the winter DIBELS benchmark.

We have classes that are already 100% in reading and in math.  This allows us to focus on a smaller core of students in Tiers 2 and 3 for interventions.

Weekly meetings are held with the RtI coach and the instructional aides to discuss individual student goals and progress.  The students are re-evaluated based on their success rate with a particular intervention.

Students are placed into a 3 tiered model of intervention based on their scores.  We currently have three classes, one first grade, one third and the fifth grade class that receive a full class intervention.  For third and fifth grade, the class receives an extra 40 minutes twice a week of math intervention time with Eduss.  The first grade class gets assistance from 2 instructional aides, 4 times a week for 30 minutes, to assist the students in smaller group settings.
