fact fluency iSteep Probe and a 1 minute reading fluency probe.

This is the data for grades 1st – 5th for the percent reading at or above grade level or performing at or above grade level in math.  Included are the August percentages and those for March.

What is remarkable about the data is the huge increases in percent at or above grade level for every class and grade except third grade math.  That class is being closely monitored and given full class interventions in order to regain their forward momentum.

The data indicates that 5 classes almost doubled their percent at or above grade level in reading and 4 classes did the same for math.  By having classes that are already 100% in reading and in math we are able to focus on a smaller core of students in Tiers 2 and 3 for interventions.

We have set personal improvement goals with many of our tier 2 students and our tier 3 students. They have committed to a 20% improvement on the May benchmark tests. We feel this is within their reach.

Five of our 2nd grade students that receive intervention in reading have made a 60% improvement in the reading lab since March.

Weekly meetings are held with the RtI coach and the instructional aides to discuss individual student goals and progress.  The students are re-evaluated based on their success rate with a particular intervention.  At these team meeting, new ideas and methods are shared with the aides on how to reach the students they are working with.

Students are placed into a 3 tiered model of intervention based on their scores.  We currently have three classes, one first grade, one third and the fifth grade class that receive a full class intervention.  For third and fifth grade, the class receives an extra 40 minutes twice a week of math intervention time with Eduss.  The first grade class gets assistance from 2 instructional aides, 4 times a week for 30 minutes, to assist the students in smaller group settings.

An in service training was held on February 13th in which the teachers received training on Jo Robinson’s “Getting More Out of Your Core Reading Program”.  The teachers immediately took the information and have infused it into their daily practices.

On April 3rd, an in service was provided to our 2nd through 8th grade teachers on the Easy Grammar program and a new program called Easy Writing.  This allowed the intermediate grades to have some new information to take back into their classrooms to enrich their students, some of which are already at or above grade level.
