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Description: For our end of the year benchmark testing, all students’ grades 1st – 5th were given a math fact fluency iSteep Probe and a 1 minute reading fluency probe.  

This is the data for grades 1st – 5th for the percent reading at or above grade level or performing at or above grade level in math.  Included are the August percentages and those for May so the data can be compared to see the growth that was made.

What is remarkable about the data is the huge increases in percent at or above grade level for every class in math and reading except 5th grade math.  

We used the final benchmark data to determine how our summer school program should be run.  We decided on 2 weeks of reading and then 2 weeks of math.    All students whose results were in Tier 2 or 3 were asked to attend summer school.  In addition, teachers could make recommendations.  The reading session focused on K-3 reading and the math session focused on 3-6 math.  All of this is evident by the data in the above chart, in particular the data that shows 5th grade math scores which went down considerably.

The data also indicated some essential changes we need to make to our RtI testing process.  First, we have brought on a certified teacher to run our program; second, we have readjusted our daily class schedules to reflect an uninterrupted hour and a half for reading and hour for math – daily; that we need stronger and more complete benchmark testing probes, i.e. we will be using DIBELS and a more complete math probe.
