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We finished up the DIBELS, and MAZE in December.  The Moving With Math was not completed until this week.  We also did DRA’s with all students who receive intervention in first, second, and third graders.  We even did the DRAs on selected 4th and 5th graders.

The information is used in January for data meetings and to plan for RTI for the next semester.

A few trends from the data should be noted.  First grade has been using guided reading as an intervention and they only have 5% at risk according to the DIBELS at this time.

Math has shown a decrease in “at risk” across all grade levels.  It is an end of the year test so the data is use to plan for instruction and intervention in areas that are not mastered.  We have an item analysis for each student for each question of the math assessment.

Third, Fourth, and Fifth have shown a significant decrease in MAZE “at risk” scores. MAZE is used to measure comprehension.  We are exploring using the AIMSWeb version to see if that gives us a better snapshot of students over time.

We hosted the final session with 10 other schools in the district for their RTI training.  We have also provided opportunities for school teams from other school to visit and see how our RTI functions.

The main focus for the remainder of the year will be to evaluate the effectiveness of the programs we are using for RTI, continue with coaching, and provide feedback to teachers with the evaluation protocols.
