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Kindergarten

Kindergarten RTI is focused mostly on teachers incorporating Guided Reading instruction. They had an all-day training with Marsha Morgan on how to incorporate centers and guided reading in the kindergarten setting.  Currently we only monitor 8 students in phoneme segmentation and letter naming fluency with the DIBELS progress monitoring.

1st Grade

First grade has 27 students being seen by the reading specialist and are progress monitored. We are doing weekly leveled reading and as of January DIBELS oral reading fluency passages. Previously we used DIBELS nonsense word fluency for monitoring. First grade does RTI from 12:00 – 12:30 in the classroom with a group of enrichment students going to the computer lab for raz-kids.

4th Grade 

During fourth grade RTI there are two math groups, two comprehension groups and one vocabulary group.  The 27 students in the two math RTI groups use a skill specific progress monitoring tool that is tracked with a spreadsheet.  The 24 students in the two RTI comprehension groups are monitored with MAZE passages.  The 5 students in the vocabulary RTI group are monitored with the materials in the Vocabulary through Morphemes.

 The after school math tutoring was completed before AIMS.  See the attached for the 14 students who consistently participated.

5th Grade

Fifth grade has two math RTI groups with 12 students that are progress monitored using timed math tests.  There are three comprehension groups with 22 students that use the MAZE to monitor progress.  There are nine students who participate in raz-kids on-line reading and are progress monitored with MAZE and 3 are additionally tracked with DIBELS oral reading fluency.  The rewards RTI group has 7 students and uses part of the rewards program to track progress.

6th Grade

Sixth grade has 11 students monitored with the MAZE and 25 students monitored with DIBELS oral reading fluency.  Additionally nine are monitored with Harcourt for comprehension, vocabulary, and phonics.
