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Mirage Elementary 2009 – 2010

The DIBELS and MAZE assessments showed growth from 2008 – 2009 school year to 2009 – 2010 school year.  Specifically on DIBELS Kindergarten went for 82% benchmark to 88% benchmark. They worked with the consultant Marsha Morgan and put in a lot of time working on their program this year.  First grade increased their benchmark from 63% to 69%. Again they worked closely with Marsha Morgan focusing on guided reading and comprehension strategies.  Second grade is moving toward more fully implementing guided reading.  Second grade worked with Marsha Morgan and they are participating in the book study for the Daily 5 and the Café Book.  Second grade did not see a gain from 2008 – 2009 to the 2009 – 2010 school year, but the students are more able to discuss literature features and comprehension strategies than in the past.  Third grade increased their bench mark from 56% to 60 %. Fourth grade remained the same at 56% from year to year.  Fifth grade increased for 50% to 66% benchmark.  Sixth went from 48% to 52%. Our struggle as a school is that the teachers follow the core as evidenced by the Harcourt Literacy Walkthroughs, but that is not enough even with structured RTI time.  From our data meeting at the end of the year several things were brought up.  The majority of the teachers are participating in the book study this summer of the Daily 5 and The Café Book to focus reading instruction.  The teachers are excited to model their parent involvement after kindergarten.  They showed the parents a graph of their child’s scores compared to other students and benchmark with a coded graph.  The teachers then gave parents specific ways and materials to help their child.  The teachers are also interested in making students more accountable especially in the wake of recent legislation that requires third graders to pass the AIMS or repeat 3rd grade starting in 2012.  By making students more accountable and setting goals we hope to motivate students to be more responsible for their own learning.

This aligns with the Instructional Strategies committee to move students toward being more independent learners. Teachers have their schedules for next year reflecting 90 minute reading blocks and 70 minute math blocks. Teachers are exploring ways to force students to critically think academically.  Last year because of the Lighthouse Cadre that 13 teacher participated in we explored Project Based Learning integrated with technology.  Teachers had a variety of projects that they shared with the staff in April.  The staff is also in our first year of Write from the Beginning. When the staff graded 3rd and 4th grade district writing assessments it was noted that the structure was very good.  The Write from the Beginning works well with our Thinking Maps that are implementing on our campus.  Fifth grade was administered a spelling inventory (Words Their Way) at the end of the school year so that the sixth grade teachers use the information to plan instruction. RTI is still consistently being used on the campus.  It is evidenced by the progress monitoring and schedules teachers turn in.  The teachers use the data to plan for intervention and are doing an exceptional job of tracking students.  As always it is a struggle to meet the needs of all students, but overall Mirage does an exceptional job. There was a before school math group in the computer lab, a before school guided reading group to teachers to observe, after school tutoring, and in January and after school raz-kids group that has access to the program in the summer, after school math tutoring and a homework club for 6th grade.
