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Description: Math – 27 Teachers of mathematics at Rainbow Valley are involved in professional development training in inductive learning this school year.  Two visits took place during the First Quarter.    Our instructor – Sue Larson- meets with each group of teachers for preplanning, and then a demonstration lesson follows in a classroom, followed by a debriefing session.  An hour and one-half is allocated for each training.  Teachers are grouped in K-1, 2-3, and 4- 8.  The district has also instituted a math leadership team.  Members from each grade level and each campus, meet for additional training half day trainings with Sue

Larson.

Seven representatives from Rainbow Valley Elementary are also attending the

Arizona Students Achieving Mathematics Academy- five classroom teachers, the principal, and a coach. The team has attended six days of training since the beginning of the school year. The classroom teachers attending the training have assessed their students based on information provided and four of the teachers have implemented intervention groups for students struggling with mathematics concepts.

In September, all third and fourth grade students were given the baseline

Assessments provided by AZ – RTI.  Teachers, also had the opportunity to evaluate individual students needs.   Three new teachers were given five hours of training, based on the AZ-RTI information, in preparation for baseline assessment testing.

Reading – Our CORE curriculum continues to be Harcourt Trophies.  New teachers are provided four days of professional development training.  This year five teachers from our K-3 classrooms attended the training.  All K-3 teachers from our school have been provided the professional development training in reading.  The teachers were trained using research based information covering the five big ideas of reading – phonemic awareness, phonics, fluency, vocabulary, and comprehension.

After initial assessment in August (DIBELS and diagnostics) intervention groups were established.  From kindergarten through 6th grade – 226 students were serviced in small groups, focusing on needs through the quarter. During the first two weeks of December, students were re-assessed using DIBELS and diagnostic assessments when warranted.  Results are as follows:
