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Description: During the two months after mid-year benchmark testing, Kindergarten through third grade students were placed in new reading intervention groups.  Thirty-one (31) kindergarten students were seen in 30 minute blocks with group size no larger than four. Four students were given an hour of intervention from the kindergarten group. Kindergarten teachers and intervention teacher meet each month to review student progress.  To review progress a progress monitoring grade level schedule was developed.  Phoneme segmentation fluency was checked first.  Monitoring did not change any of the groupings. Forty-two (42) first grade students were serviced by reading intervention support staff. Through monthly meetings and progress monitoring information, ten (10) of these students were provided with an additional thirty minutes of intervention. In second grade, twenty-three (23) students were seen in reading intervention.  Ten of these students were given hour interventions with the remaining receiving 30 minute blocks of intervention instruction. In third grade, thirty-four students were seens for intervention.  Each of their blocks were set at a 60-minute slot.  During monthly grade level meetings this configuration was reviewed.  The group decision was to maintain the 60-minute block for all intervention students throughout the remainder of the school year. Our fourth grade students were provided support during the 90-minute reading block.  Twenty- five students were supported by the teacher, a paraprofessional, and a special education paraprofessional.

Reading intervention began developing a communication report for parents based on their requests. It will be provided at each of the grading periods.  Plans will be to implement the report during the 2010-11 school year. Focus of the information will be concepts taught, mastered, ideas for parental support, and focus on upcoming concepts to be taught.  Parents will be invited to review at the beginning of the 2010-11 school year and suggest recommendations or changes.

Math

Teachers continue to develop the quarterly assessments based on Arizona standards.  The third quarterly assessment was given to all students in kindergarten through eighth grade.  Mastery of the standards taught were: 1st grade - 80.0% of students mastered third quarter standards compared to 80.9% of the district students. 2nd grade - 68.4% of students mastered third quarter standards compared to 73.1% of the district students. 3rd grade - 67.6% of students mastered third quarter standards compared to 70.3% of the district students.

4th grade - 63.2% of students mastered third quarter standards compared to

65.9% of the district students.

5th grade - 52.0% of students mastered third quarter standards compared to

54.2% of the district students.
6th grade - 55.1% of students mastered third quarter standards compared to

58.6% of the district students.

Teachers continue to study the data from these tests and find areas of support required for our students.
