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The results being reported are the preliminaries based on the Dynamic Indicators of Early Literacy Skills (DIBELS).  Additional analysis will be completed when data from the Arizona Instrument Measuring Standards (AIMS) is received in late summer. 

In the past two years our school has noticed a significant change in student stability.  In order to gather more information our school began using the tracking system available in the DIBELS data bank.   This information is for the past two years 2007-2008 and 2008-2009 school years.   This data will be reviewed in each of the grade level groupings.

Kindergarten

During the 2008-09 school year, 11.9% of the students did not begin their studies at Rainbow Valley Elementary (RVES).  In addition to this change, 18% of the students starting the school year, moved to other schools.    Another concern for our kindergarten classroom is the stability of teachers.  This year, four of the five teachers were new to the program.  The 2009-2010 school year will have five teachers familiar with the program at our school.

First Grade

Our first grade team continues to increase the number of students leaving first grade on benchmark (70% for the 2007-08 school year and 73% for the 2008-09 school year). In addition to the overall benchmark status growth, the average mean for the words correct per minute (wcpm) has increased.  At the end of the 2007-2008 school year, wcpm average was 59.6.  At the end of the 2008-2009 school year, wcpm average was 62.4.  The wcpm average has a significant impact on the students in the following years.

The stability of the students in the classrooms has had an impact on the first grade as well.  Of the students exiting first grade, 21% did not either start in kindergarten or came to use as late as April of the 2008-2009 school year.

In looking at the 2008-2009 data, 17.9% of the students did not begin kindergarten at our school and started some time during the first or second grade school year.  Additionally 16% of the students that started the school year, moved to other schools.  One of our concerns is the significant drop in benchmark (low risk) returning students.  70% of the first grade student left for the summer in the low risk category, due to regression, 13% dropped to the some or at risk categories.  Of the 19 student leaving first grade at the 40 wcpm to 60 wcpm, only 9 students returned at the low risk category.  At the end of second grade, 63% of these 19 students meet the second grade goal.   Of the 26 student entering second grade whose end of year score was greater than 60 wcpm, all students achieved the end of the year goal.   

In collecting this data our concern lies with regression and the ability to recoup.  Research has shown that students that read over the summer and maintain their reading levels do not fall behind in the following grades.   In order to reach our students, the library at our school will be open four evenings this summer with reading guests.  Students will be able to check out books and a “Summer Reading Program” has been encouraged by all of the K-3 teachers.  If the program shows success, it is hoped that it can be expanded during the 2009-2010 summer break.

Regression over breaks is significant. Part of the focus for the upcoming school year will be a focus on regression of skills.  Our third grade has seen an impact this year again on movement.  16.5% of our students, started attending our school in 2nd or 3rd grade. Student withdrawal and movement to other schools was 23% of the classroom population.  Our focus will over the summer will be looking at the DIBELS data and comparing it with the AIMS data from our state.  This information will be reported in the 4th quarter report for the third through sixth grades.

Fourth through Sixth Grades
