The data from the assessments have been very beneficial in assisting teachers with planning instruction.

At mid-year one of our sixth grade classrooms had twelve (12) intensive students, six (6) strategic, and ten (10) benchmark. After implementation of the new reading core program, additional training in explicit instruction and student engagement, at the end of the year, this classroom ended with, five (5) intensive, five (5) strategic, and seventeen (17) benchmark students.   
Math   

During the past school year, our teachers have continued development of quarterly math assessments, training focusing on inductive and deduction math strategies, and fluency of basic skills.  Our first grade team has had success with fluency in basic facts.  At the beginning of the school year, no students were proficient in the sums of twenty (20).
